Resolutions of the Portland Association

 1.     Be it resolved that this body express its gratitude to the Host Church by a rising vote of thanks for its hospitality and good food and to the presiding officers and delegates for their cooperation.  Also, that the clerk expresses by letter our appreciation to the host church for hosting our annual sitting.
2.     Be it resolved that each church send its young people to the associational youth camp each year as a part of its support and ministry to its youth.  Also, if possible, each church pays the cost of camp for their youth.
3.     Be it resolved that each church be correspond with the association both by letter and delegation.  Each church is also encouraged to cooperate in the communication efforts of the field worker, the council of associations and committees on an as-needed basis.  
4.  Be it resolved that Portland Association correspond with the Long Creek and Mt. Union Associations and any other association that may solicit the same.
5. Be it resolved that due to the administrative costs of the Portland Association being approximately $200.00 per year for each church and that membership dues are $ .75 cents per member; we ask that each church commit to supporting the Associational Budget in an amount to at least offset these costs.
6.  Be it resolved that the Portland Association reaffirm its stand on the scriptural truth that Jesus Christ is the only way to life eternal according to John 14:6, Jesus saith unto him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life; no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.”
